Please keep leaves out of the roadway and be sure that only leaves are placed out for collection. Leaf piles containing
yard waste such as brush, grass clippings and other plant materials will not be collected. These materials may be taken
to Clean Wood Recycling on W. Bancroft at no cost as long as you have the yard waste card issued by the Village.
Cards may be obtained at the offices on Clarion.

The Stormwater Coalition, a committee of the Toledo Metropolitan Area Council of Governments recommends using
leaves as you would mulch around your plant beds and trees to provide free fertilizer as the leaves decompose.
